Christmas is the time for giving gifts.  God the Father gave the first gift.  I don’t know if the 
shepherds brought gifts or not, but the Magi certainly did, and expensive ones at that. (Matt.

They bring their smiling faces as living 
sacrifices to the LORD’S house. They set examples for all of us to learn from.  A few that 
stand out to me are, Helen Wilson, Jackie Nettles, Jack Tull, and Fred Garvin. 
 
Now the big one!!! Money cannot buy the gift of SALVATION.  The Apostle Paul tells us that 
“The gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” (Romans 6:23)  While salvation 
is a gift, and is free, it does not mean that it did not cost something. 
Peter tells us how much our salvation cost when he declares, (Forasmuch as ye know that ye 
were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold:  But with precious blood of 
Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.”  (1Peter 1:18-19) 
 
So, go out and give some of these wonderful gifts this Christmas season. 
 
I can’t quit this letter without mentioning how wonderful our Christmas Cantata and the 
Children’s Christmas program were this year.
